FARESHARE

FareShare, Australia’s largest charity kitchen, opened its new 
Brisbane operations in partnership with FoodBank Queensland.

QCF’s grant of $30,000 from the General Fund helped 
recruit a volunteer co-ordinator to implement their volunteer 
program. Up to 300 regular volunteers are required to ensure 
the kitchen is fully staffed and able to produce approximately  
5 million meals each year. On any given day volunteers will dice 
1 tonne of meat, chop 3 tonnes of vegetables, pick 100kg of 
herbs, mash 300kg of potatoes, cook 500kg of pasta, open up 
to 600 cans, crack 2,000 eggs, puree 300 litres of soup and 
pack 6,000 meals. 

FareShare turns surplus food donated by FoodBank, into free, 
nutritious meals for disadvantaged men, women and children 
and helps alleviate hunger.

Volunteers are critical to the operation of FareShare and are at 
the heart of its success. 
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The 2018 grant round focused on mid-tier 
organisations supporting local communities, 
including but not limited to, environment  
and the arts.

THE PATRICK AND DOROTHY 
WOOLCOCK MEDICAL RESEARCH FUND

Dr Paddy Woolcock was a highly respected thoracic surgeon 
in Queensland, who outside of his work, had only been to 
hospital twice in his life – one Christmas Eve he was 
dangerously ill and was taken to Prince Charles Hospital  
where he underwent a mitral valve replacement. Some years 
later he revisited the hospital after a severe car accident 
ending up in intensive care.

When Dr Woolcock recovered, he and his wife Dorothy felt 
permanently indebted for the care and treatment that saved 
his life, and decided to establish a sub-fund under the QCF 
umbrella in support of medical research.

Each year The Prince Charles Hospital Foundation receives  
a benefit from the sub-fund.

PERFORMANCE

The investment strategy for the 
Foundation is developed in consultation  
with QIC. The investments of the  
Foundation are a composite mix  
comprising of 20% in the Cash sector  
and 80% in the QIC Growth Fund.

The investment objective of the Trust is to provide a fully  
diversified investment strategy for those seeking long-term  
income and capital growth. The investment objective of the  
QIC Growth Fund is to generate returns of CPI + 2.4%  
per annum over rolling five year periods.

The investment strategy consists of a composite mix of  
80% in the QIC Growth Fund and 20% Cash. This strategy  
provides a diversified allocation across key asset classes as  
shown in the table below.

The investment strategy returned 6.62% (after management  
fees but before Trustee Fee Rebate) for the 12 month period  
ended 30 June 2018. The income component of the return,  
including realised capital gains, was 3.48%. 

QCF Management Co. Ltd, a public company limited by  
guarantee, was established by the founding sponsors QIC  
and The Public Trustee to manage corporate sponsorships.
